Entry Fees: The entry feeis $25 for the First Basic Skills event and $15 for the second Basic Skills event. Checks should
be made payable to Omaha Winter Festival. Returned check fee is $25.

Music: Cassettes only will be used and must be plainly marked with the skater’ s name, event and running time. A
duplicate tape should be readily available. Tapes should be turned in to the registration desk at least 2 hours before your
event. Please make sure al tapes are recorded at adequate volume. Music will not be played on practiceice.

Video: The official competition photographer will be available for video taping events. Hand-held video equipment is
permitted in the bleacher areaonly. NO VIDEO EQUIPMENT MAY BE PLUGGED INTO THE ARENA
OUTLETS. Thejudges areaisrestricted to the official photographer. Video taping for persona profit is not allowed.

Practicelce:. Practiceiceisonly availablefor FREESKATE PROGRAMS. Practice session(s) will be held Sunday
morning, 1/25/03, before the competition begins. YOU MUST SIGN UP FOR A PRACTICE SESSION ON THE
BASIC SKILLSENTRY FORM. The price for 30 minutesis $9.

No music will be played on practice ice. Exact times for practice and warm-up will be available about mid-January. There
will also beabrief (usually 3-4 minutes) warm-up session prior to the events.

SNOWPLOW SAM PROGRAM AND BASIC 8 FREE SKATE PROGRAMS: The skating order of the required
elementsisoptiona. The elements are not restricted as to the number of times an element is executed, or length of glides,
number of revolutionsin a spin, etc., unless otherwise stated. A minimum number of connecting steps are allowed.
Elements from a previous level may be used. Deductions will be made if elements from a higher level are skated.
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Program with music to be skated on full ice. Timelimit is 1 minute (Snowplow Sam 30-45 seconds). The music will be

provided by the skater.
